You will be working in groups to build a model of the different animal digestive systems.  In order to build this model you will need to do the following:

1. Collect “clean” garbage…. No food scraps, or degradable things please!!!

Examples- any plastic containers- pop bottles/cans, take out containers, etc.  If it had food in it…CLEAN IT BEFORE BRINGING IT TO CLASS!! 
Scissors, glue, tape, markers, paper and other supplies are available in class. 
2.  Build a model – Build a model of a digestive system.  Only one model per species.  Half the class will have ruminant systems and half monogastric
3.  Identify Parts – Identify and label the major components of the digestive system.  
4.  Describe Functions – Describe the concise function of each of those parts in a label on the front/base of your model. 
5.  Describe THE PATH-  On a separate sheet of paper to be turned in with your model describe the path that food will take through the digestive system. This can be written in any perspective (the parts, food kernel, animal’s brain, etc.).  This must be EXTEMELY DESCRIPTIVE and in YOUR OWN WORDS to explain how food is broken down.  
Ex: Once inside the mouth, the molars provide mechanical digestion of the corn silage by breaking and cutting up the silage into smaller pieces increasing the surface area of each piece, saliva aids in this process pushing food into the digestive system.  This process is called mastication.
